The erowd stopped at Mary-
land and then with a shout Marviand
fell in. Then 40 etates were in the
procession. It went to the front of
the hall as 10,080 men howled In
delirium and surrounded the Ne-
braska banner. That wns after the
cheering had  lasted 20 minutes.,
Then the phalanx at the speaker's
platform went back and surrounded
New York; but New York remalned
ynmoved. The madmen ecapered to
Minnesota, But seven gtrong men
and true gripped the Minnesota ban-
per and held It fast
