Above Long Beach the first resort is
Tioga, which has the old Jacohsen place
for a landmark. Tioga extends up the
beach to where J. M. Arthur has built
his big hotel called BreaKers. Above
Breakers the stations to Ocean are
seldom confused except with the gen-
eral use of the term Long Beach.
