INSURANCE RATES AG.

Underwriters’ Position on the Question
of Proper Electrical Installation.

In view of what has been said relative
to the actlon of the underwriters in re-
gard to the recent (nerease of rules on
account of the improper electrical In-
atallation In this city, it is only falr that
the publiec be glven an ldea of the under-
writers’ position In the uum
On December 24, 1 the Portland
office of the Board of Flra Underwritars
informed the Portland Railway, Light &
Power company that their method of
installatlon of motors for commercial
R rposes wis net in accordance with the
National Electrical code, the nccepted
authority. The company took no action,
and In March the matter was referred
to Lthe Board of Flre Underwriters’ of-
flee in Ban Francisco. To verify the
opinton of the Underwriters’
Engineers In Portland they sought the
opinlon of Profeasor Charles 1. Cory,
head of the department of electricil
engineering of the U'niversity of Call-
fornia, who reported as follows:
“San Francisco, March 23, 1908,

“Dear Bir:—My attention has been

“Such grounded 50-volt, direct-current
service (o general customers I8 absolute-
ly wrong and creates an undesirnhle
state of affalrs, and one which should
be rectiflied at the earllest possible mo-
ment.
“"The genernlly adopted standard for
electrical installations, viz., the National
Electrical code, states specifieally that:

“'Lighting and power from rallway
wires must not be permitted under any
pratense in the same circuit with trolley
wires with f ground return, except In
electrie rallway cars, electric car housesn
and their power statlons; nor shal]l the
same dynamo be used for both purposes.’
“The practice of furnishing electric
power to individual customers contragy
to the dbove rule ls condemned, not only
by underwriiers, but, as 1 stated in my
opinion rendered to your executive com-
mittee &f the board In October, 1801,
such electrical service is condemned by
electrical engineers and street rallway
monagers as well. The Natlonal Eleo-
trical code also forblds euch electrical
service in an entirely different sectlon,
l‘hl!l'e It 18 stated that: l
‘Two-wire direct-current systems |
having no nrr-ennlhle neutral poilnt arae
not to be grounded.’ |
“Where such power service |s done to
the extent reported In Portland, there
exints not onlv the indlvidual hasard In
each risk were the Hi0-valt grounded
service Is in use, but, owing to the very
Inrge number of such grounded seryices, |
there can but result a complete and se- )
|rlous conflagration hazard.
