Commission Provides Com-
fortable Quarters and
Wholesome Food for Em-
ployes—Percentage of Ef-
ficiency Raised.

Washington, D. C., July 17—
There s a complete change of the
labor force on the Panamn canal
every 18 months. In other words
every one of the 25,000 men who
constitute the labor force quits and
goes home within 18 months, From,
this one may readily Infer that it is
no summer evening task to keep the
foree up to the required standard In
numbers and In efficlency. A con-
stant stream of new men ls coming
In and a constant stream of old ones
is going out,  Every ship that
reaches Colon brings Its quota of
deck passengers, and every one that
leaves there talies away very nearly
AS many,
This constant change of force Is not
due to lsck of wages, every laborer
on the canal gets more than ha could

command anywhere else, had he the
means or the Incllnation to go. Nelther
is it due to bad working or llving

conditlons, both of these nre better than
they ever enjoysd at home. It i due
In part to high wnges and In part to
the deprdssing effect of work on the
fsthmus. The white laborer gets L0
cents, Amerlcan meney, per hour, and
the negro laborer 10 cents. Free quar-
ters are glven rll who desire them,
and subslstence Is glven them at the
rate of 40 cenls per day for the whites
und a0 cents a day for the bilacks. Out
of this wulpo the whileg can suve §1
o day easlly, and the negro can put
awey 30 or 40 oents,
