Dr. Dyott Tells Why We
Should More Than Meet
Letter of Religion.

“Fall In love with the task you have
to do and eount it a privilegs to do
more,” sald the Rev. Luther H. Dyott,
pastor af the First Congregational

church, during his sermon yuturdﬁ;
r

morning on “That Other Mile."
Dyott sald, In part:

‘Whososver shall compel thes to fo
one mile, g0 with him two,” Matt. vidl

These nre the words of Jesus Christ.
They are taken from his Sermon on the
mount—tha greatest sermon that wuas
ever dellvered In this world The
themne of this sermon of the world's
supreme teachar Is the kingdom of God.
In this connection Jesus shows that
the blessed life has its own deep so-
cret. and It is related to the kingdom
of bod. He treats the thome positively
and negatively, and then procesds to &
more detafled delineation of speclfi¢ du-
ties, In which he shows that the rell-
glous man Is to do something more than
meet the requirements of the letter of

religlon.
Other Rogquisibes.
“The apirit is more than the letter
The virtus, and wvalldity, &nd solid

worth of religion must aver be found
in the motive and spirit and real mean-
ing of the life, where religlon is not
merely a profession, but a pasession.
Here the volitlional must find Its glory
beyond the compulsory. It is not slm-
ply that which we have &nd glva, but
that which we are, and do, beyond the
precise and rigld requirements of the
case, which glves real worth to prac-
tieal religion, and bids the common-
place blossom with the beauty of the di-
vine,

“Whosoever shall compel thee to go
one mlile, go with him two. What dld/|
Jesus mean when he -uttered Lhese
words? The text must be explained In
the llght of customs. at that time &nd
previously existent, which afforded Lhe
imngery of this verse of scripture. It
took its eolor from the courler system.
so felicltously described by Herodotus,
the father of history.

“It denoted a certain authority of re-
quisition where, {n mlilitary transport,
ships, vehicles, beasts and men could

psaced In compulsory service, It,
for example, a messenger were on hLis
way from the court to a province, he
had the right to compel any man he
might chance to find to act In that ca-
pacity. 1f the man loved his king, his
couptry and the cause, he would count
It a privilege to do more than go the
required distance. Christ thought of
persans who werea content to do the
things they had to do. He shnwed them
that love would not only prompt them
to do these Lhings, but more
Three Aimg in Life.

These, in turn, demand
character, service and nobhla and unsel-
fish souls, who volunteer to go that
other mile, The whole majeaty, and
meaning, and power, and polsa of llife
must ever depend upon threa things,
for which three very short words stand.

“We¢ must ba somebady. Too Tong
have we been singing. ‘0. to be noth-
ing. nothing!" It is better to say, ‘0, to
be momething, something” Life may he
repetitive and cyeclle, but It Is never
statie. It must move, To stop and ta
stay means o swfnntt-. Where prog-
ress ends, peri! begine. We must go all
the way. Life's firet and second mile
make thelr own distinct contributions.
