OFF FOR SAMOA

Seven Ships, Each With a
Destroyer in Tow, Leave

San Francisco.

(DnHod Press Leased Wire.)
San Francisco, Aug. 24. Exactly at

10:10 o'clock today the signal run up
on Rear Admiral WlUiam T. Swin-

burne's flagship, the MVest Virginia,
started seven cruisers of the Pacific
fleet and seven torpedoVboat destroyers
on their summer cruise1 to the Samoan
islands, which will end at Magdalena
bay next winter with a battle practice.
