REFORMING HOBOES.

CTING Pollee Judge Swett's
A plan for the treatment of petty
offenders merits serlous con-
glderation. It is not entirely
new, for It has been discussed (on-
slderably, and trled a little, and It
is one of the practical reforms advo-
cited and to some pmall extent car-
rled out by the Balvation Army.
. Briefly stated, the plan is to pro-
vidé¢ work, under due supervision,
for vagrants and penniless, home-
less fellows who somehow manage
to get drunk or who commit some
petty offense, and In consequence
turr up in the police court. Instead
of sending all thess men to jall or to
the rockpile indiscriminately, Mr.
Swett would send them out to work
on & municipal’ farm, and at the end
of their term of laboF pay them at
the rate of 256 or 0 cents a day, so
that they would not have to beg or
steal, but would have. money on
which to search for work. In this
o, Weé suppose [hére would
be more or leas of & parole system;
If a dischirged man thus aided
agalnst temptation ~ immedliately
squandered his money and got into
trouble again, make the penally

heavler, so severe as to bé s warning | .

to others. But glve him a chance, at
least once, to make a self-sustalning,
gelf-respecting man of himself.

As Mr. Bwett says, there are dif-
ficulties in the way, yet they may
be overcoms., The greatest discour-
agement of all would be the char
acter of many of these men, such ay
don't want to work at any price or
under any circumstances, who won't
work, and who would never
make any effort to do better.  Of
such there are many, but on the
other band many, very likely, could
thus be prompted and influenced to
become fairly industrious and use-
fpl citizens, It half, or even a fourth,
of people could be thus influ-

it might be well to pay them, on the
first sentencé, a small wage, accom-
panled with a warning that if they
misused it and got Into trouble
agaln, the punishment would be se-
verer,

The matter is worth thinking
over; perhaps of trial on & emall
scale at first, If soclety can by any
means transform worthless men and
vagabonds Into self-supporting la-
borers, it will certainly pay well to
do so,

EVERAL  milroad
. young men eclerks and others,

‘have been discharged recent-

ly for pergisting In smoking
clgarettes. Rallroad managers do
not want cigarette smokers In their
employ, and other employers of
large numbers of men are of the
same mind. Not all such employers
have positively prohlbited cigarette
smoking, but nfany have done "o,
and the tendemoy of the time {s in
this directton. -Moderate cigarette
smoking by adults may do no ap-
preciable harm; some physlcians
say It does not; but in almost all
cases it 1s harmful to boys and young
men, who usually indulge the habit
to excess. The more they smoke the
more they want, and the habit be-
comes their mastér. And that it is
injurfous, physically, mentally and
morally, there, is abundpant eyidence.
The boy cigarette smoker iy apt to
be Immoral, oftensseeks bad com-
pany, and cannot be relled upon.
Besides, the odor of cigarettes, while
pleasing of course to those who
smoke, Is very offensive to a large
proportion of people, as the odor of
a decent cigar is not. The moral of
all of which is plain: Boys, cut out
the cigareties; they are harmful In

DR. MARCUS WHITMAN AGAIN

Written for The Journal by Ruasel)
Whitman of Chi 3

Who was Caspar Hauser

Who wrote the'“Letters of Junifus?™

To what place |s Dr. Whitman entl-
tled In our esteem?

These questions have exclted Inter-
est out of all proportion to their Impor-
tance. Citizens otherwise peaceable, be-
labor other about Dr, Whitman,

The relevant facts, so far as “saving
Oregon to the Unlon” Is coneerncd, are
few. In 1836 Whitman Jmarried 'Nar-
clssa Prentide In the state’of New York.
They came wekt on their wedding jour-
ney, and established and malnulmd
their demicile in what is now the state
of Washington, until he was killed by
ihe Indians,
