Each cultivator then takes a little cam-
phor, some Incense, a few plantains and
a cocoanut, and with otherg assembled
for the purpose he proceeds to the for-
est where he worshipa the tree he in
about to cut by burning the Incense
and the camphor and offering the plan-
tains and the cocoanut. Then he lays
off the first branch, tqking good care
that it falls on the ;t;h side, In each
year the slde |s different.
