Fifty Bquare Miles of Genuine
Prairies at New York's Door.

In n reglon mo densely populated and
8o easlly accesslble Lo thavelers as the
western third of Long island, it would
peem almost Impossible at this late day
to make 8 geographical discovery worth
mentioning, and yet probably not one
person in a thousand (or even one sci-
entist in a thousand) in the United
Htates knows that there are somelhing
like 60 square miles of genulne prairies
on this island.

The prairies are situated mostly In
the central portion of Nassau county,

Capital Punishment in Caba, Where
the Executioner Loves His Art,

Cuba retains from the long Spanish
ocoupation the garrote As the instru-
ment of capital punishment. A very
neat and quick acting affair is the gar-
rote In the Carcel {in Havane, that prison
building which occupies the cholcest
site In the +whole clity. The Carcel
looks out to the ocean at the harbor
mouth, and after the Morro and Cabanas
{s the most prominent old structure of
the city.

They keep the garrote in a dark room
not more than a dozen. feot ‘sguare, It
appears, on the ground fleoor of the Car-
cel. Alongside the execution room Is
a cell where the executioner llves.

He Is a red halred Cuban, a political
prisoner who is there for life. It lsn’t
& popular job. that of being executioner,
and becauxe of the lively passions of

the Cubans perhaps It's just as well
that the executioner Is permuncutir de-
tained within four solid stone walls.
