FROM CATTLE}:

Germs by Inhalation, Says
Highest ‘Authority —
Means for Controlling.

(Dalted Preas Leased Wire,)
Washington, Bept. 29.—The question
as to whether tuberculosls in cattle can
be transmitted to man, and the preven-
tlon of the disease In cattle were sub-
jects of discussion at a “section” of the
international tuberculosis congress this

afternoon.
Professor N. P. Tendeloo of Leyden,

Holland, one of the forémost bacteriol-

ogistas In the world, advocated strongly

the stamping out of thc disense in cat-
tle, because, he said, it bhad been proved
that man could be infected by e in-
halation of bovine bacilli l'lanlln’m!n
the air near a diseased cow, apart
the Jmu!b'lllty of the transmission of
tlw Isease through drinking milk.
Melvin, ehlef of the bureau
of anlmul industry in the department of
agriculture, in an address to the dele-
ﬁatea estimated the annusl loss to the
vestock Industry om account of tuber-
culosls among farm animals at §14,000,-

000, He proposeds the following means
of eradication of the disease: The edll-
catlon of stock owners by offlclal
llcations; the application of the lu
culin test to determine the extent md
localities of the disease, and the killing
of Infected animals, Infected cows
should be slaughtersd, he sald, under
competant Inspeetion, and dangerous
carcasses should be burned.

In tha case of valuable braedln, anl-
mals, Dr. Muhln suggested the “‘lsoln-
tion system.,” by which the healthy off-
sgrlng of Infecied cattle are megregated.

Dr. Melvin advised the tagging of tn-
berculosls cows In the markets so that
the original center of Infectlon can be
traced. He advoecated stringent state
regulation In the testing of cattle and
recommended Indemn) fy persons
whose cattle are slsughteﬂd.
