If the
contractors mre found to be At ult
the board will in all probability idsist
on the reconstruction of all curbs not
found to be In acoordance with tha spec-
ifications. The mayor's letter follows:

**To the Honorable Executive Board—
Gcntlmou I herewilh submit for your
conslderation the report of the strest
commlittes upon the acceptance of
Thompson street from Beventh to Four-
teanth streets.

“My attention having been called to
tha character of the work which has
been done upon the nrurlcla.l curbh upon
one side of this street, have, cgun
examination, und it to bn ‘of Bsu
nature that do not care to assume
tha responsibility of signing warrants
for the payment of the same.

“Either the specifications for the con-
struction of artificial stone curbs is
defective or the method of inspection
in use by this city is faulty, for the
curbes of many streets are defective and
the property owmners, who pay for the
same, are not recelving a just wvalue
for the expenditure which they make
for such Improvements.

“If the contractors are at fault they
should be made to replace this curb in
all places whers it Is defective. If the
city 1s to blame it should elther alter
fts specifications or replace the curb
