This work
is being done while the Apache Indilans
are making their annual round-up of
cattle on the range of the Fort Bill
mlilitary reservation. All cattls are be-
ing collected at the Rick Island tanks
near Elgin, where the calves Wwill be
branded. )

Lieutenant George Purington, who
has charge of the Apache prisoners of
war and thelr possessions, Is overses-
Ing the round-up. Working under him
and assisting in the roundup are 100
Apache men and boys,

A completa Invoice of everything be-
longing to the Indianm {8 to be made.
It l.i'i estimated that the Apache herd of
cattle contains 10,000 heads, probably
the largest single herd in Oklahoma.
One of the interesting things in con-
nection with the herd is the fmct that
there are very few dry co s This year
there was the largest ° wp of calves
ever ralsed on the reservation,
According to the usual custom of
handling the Apache cattle, the cows
are numbered, and In branding all
calves are branded with the same num-
ber as thelr mother.
