'hesa wera the words of a prom!uent
llvestock handler whose many Yyears
saperience in the |ivestock trade glve
him a place In livestock circles that en-
ables him to 1ell to a nicety Jjust what
the market needs.

There was not the slightest hit of
excuse for lnf’ shipper of livestock to
recelve Jow prices during the past week,
for the market could soarcely be {n bac-
ter shaps for the payment of good
pricks, As asld before low {Arlcra were
ontirely the fault of any shipper who
recelved them.

It is not Idle talk to state that lkill-
ers and packers of llvestock would
much prefer to pay the highest price

quoted In the market, for it s in the
highest-priced goods that the killer

mnkes his money. Thersa s so much

waste about poor lvestock of any kind
that after It Is dressed |t costs the pur-
chaser more by Jong odds than If he

had pald the highest market value.
While wshippers certainly understand
this and the reason why lllm‘kern Insist
upon securing a better class of stock,
they are not shipping any of the want-
ed llvestock to market bhut are sending

Instead a gmr line of stock—something

that the killers already have a suffl-

olent supply of and for which they ecdn

not afford to pay anwhere near the top
of the maret.
High Grain Stops Feeding.

Conditions In the livestock Industry
are pecullar this season, and this ac-
counta In & measure for <he very heavy
blocks of poor guality sent In b{ ship-
pers. With mlillifesds at the highest

value they ever attulned In the Pacific

northwest, and even at thls price sup-
plles are |nadequate to fill the demand,
the former feeders are Inclined to lnok

askance at thelr [ndustry and wonder
whether It will pay to finlsh stock or

not.

The hay
crop In sections is =0 amnall that, al-
though considerable supplies were car-
ried over In some sections by reason of
last winter's mildness_there ls not a
sufficlent amount to hrag about, and
prices are well above the normal. Many
sectlons will therefore be compelled to
Import hay and pay high valuesa.
Fresent Prices Are Rather High.
Present prices In the livestock market
are rather hlﬁh In every line except
feeders see no way they can
malke good Interest charges by buying
high-priced feeds to fatten thelr stock.
It 1s almost A certainty that liveatock
values will not climb much higher, but
feeds continue to advance nnd make the
fattening business a less profitable ven-
ture than in former seasons.
During the past woek thera was a
very liberal call for well-finlshed live-

stock In all lines. This was especially
noticeabls In regard to cattle. 8o muc

poor stuff has arrived of lals that the
pens and yards of the big packers are
filled to overflowing. As raisers will
