. Report of Other Hop Markets.

The Producers' Price Current of New
York gives the following review of the
hop market:

“More inquiry has been noted this
week In the atate, and sales of sbout
"800 bales are reportad in Ontarlo county
at-1le. In other sections the business
fg confined to a hand-to-mouth char-
acter, although it Is known that bids on
some good-slged crops have been made
but not accepted by the growers, Goo
ralne have been reported from all sec-
tlons and some growers are pressing.
‘More raln s neceded, however, before

ressing will be general. Coast mar-

ets are exceptionally quiet for this
time of the year. PFamples are coming
to hand and show uniformly good qual-
ity. No prices are estabiished, the guo-
tation of 6c to 8¢ to grower, accordin

to uallty, belng purely nomina

Loeally there is no Interest shown, and
brewers are not buying to any extent,
"The headway of the prohibition move-
ment in Indiana and Chio lately has put
8 damper on the outiook. Continental
and English markets are weak.”

Little Onnning of Apples,

Advjces from California state that ‘?

canners will put up but a small pack of
gallon apples this scason owing to the
very heavy carry over from a year ago.
According to a local packers there will
he no canning of the fruit here for the
EAM® TeRSOT.

There s A somewhat higher price
with a firmer tone in spot standard to-
matoes in the canned goods market.
For some Lime spot lomnatoes wers low-
er than theé price of futures made by
some canners but of late there has been
an advance of from 7% to l0c a dozen
in spots, The Callfornla Fruit Canners’
pesociation has not yet named its open-
ing quotations on tomatoes, this being
the latest date for vpening values ever
noted on the coast, It is understood
that prices will be somewhat higher
than the trade had expected.

SBome Buying of Potatoes.

There is again some llitle activity In
the rotalo market, although the move-
ment s not yet very heavy owlng Lo
the high prices askec h]y producers fmra
and the Inability of shippers to recelve
adequute quotations in the south, Re-
cent purchases of shipping stock have
heen made around #Uc per cental at
country points.
