There is just as much Incongrully in
putting the wrong kind of harness on
a cob or conch horme, or In driving a
mo’, high-ste pfng carringe r
to a vehicle entirely out of propertion
to thelr eonformation and mize, as there
Is in Aressing a Glbeon girl in a Greteh-
en costume. This Is termed & “matter
of sducation” by many who look only at
the horse and not at ite settings or trap-
pings, but If this is the case It ls de-
voutly to be wished that the education
will be general.
