the same strong, clean stock from which

urely altruistic .organization of women

n the world; It reacheés (nto every
gource of world betterment and wields
an organjzation of R00,000 women with-
out ope pald offlcer to carry on its
enormous business. If it Is to remaln
unselfish and go on to greater and
greater ‘usefulness, every club and every
federation has a moral responsibility In
guarding the wmembership lest these
clean, pure motives slip from us.

“During the four years of Mrs. Deck-
er's administration she kept her eye
steadlly fixed upon the legitimate ob-
jecta of dlub work. Thers was no run-
ning after false gods. BShe encouraged
sympathetio support of all good work,
but she opposed prostrating the eneor-
glea or finances of the club to build
up other organigations, which Is a long
stride from tha day when the club was
wupposed to be the common carrier for

everyhody's fads.

“With strong, determined purpose and
coming In contact with the 'greatest is-
sues of the day, this typleal clubwo-
man has nevar lost her enjoyment of
the mocial side of life, or the pleasure
to be gotten out of a pretty mown, but
it was, with her, always everything In
its place.
