is the history of progress.

Whereyer these lines go, den-

slty of population goes with
them, They are city builders, town
bullders, and community builders.
They are an artery over which traf-
fic seems to flow more swiftly and
raral population seems brought into
closer toueh with the heart of in-
dustry and commerce. The pulse
beat of business In the commercial
center, the electrie llnes seem to tick
off more actively to the rural eom-
munity or the distant town.

There
follows a subdlvision of farms imnto
smaller, areas with a consequent in-
crease In products, population,®and
state prosperity. This has been the
record wherever such  lines have
been buflt, with the result that the
east i3 fast becoming a net work
with every community plerced and
threaded hy electric lines. These
roads are to be an lnstrumentallty
for the expansion and denslfication
of Oregon, a fact that makes gratify-
ing the announcement that the Ore-
gon electric is.to expend $600,000 in
extensions of -its Willamette valley
lines next year. It I8 the more grat-
ifying for the reason that the com-
pany’s new investments of the samae
kind in the state have proven profit-
able enough to induce the new out-
lay.
