REGON BHOWED to magnifl-
cent advantage Tuesday. I1]
was a day reflective of the
wisdom and parity of Oregon
citizenship. An' election was on, but
the old-time ward heeler was con-
spicuous by his enforced absence.
Free as the wind and exalted in the
privilege of an uninfluenced ballot,
the elector walked to the polls and
cast his ballot for the candldate of
his choice, There was no election
day bully to drive him, no ward
striker to harass him, no officious
meddler to Interfere with his sover-
eign right of voting reccording to the
dictates of his consclence. All the
machinery of organized or unorgan-

CLEVELAND'S TRACTION FIGHT

The effect, of course, was to mis-
lead voters who wanted 3-cent fares
into voting unintentionally against
them. The organization responsible
for this trickery was "“The (Citizens"
Referendum League,” which was
supported by the financial Interests
opposed to Mayor Johnson.

But this result 18 only a defeat of
the proposed compromige settle-
ment. - It does not defeat Johnson's
plan, only throws the matter back
where it was last winter, and brings

Erection of a cold storage plant at
Port Orford by R. D. Hume, “lord of
the Rogue,” Indicates that the salmon
king is to joln the ranks of the seln-
ers In the relentless war being waged
upon steelhead trout In the Rogue riv-
er. Hitherto Mr. Hume has not pald
much attention to steelhénds, because
they do not bring as high a prlee
canned as salman. The cold storage
plant will, however, provide the neces-
gary facllities fTor shipping steelhead
to the miarket= of the east

Between  Josephine county seiners,
whose season for operatlons opens with
the winter run of steelhead to their
ugawnlng grounds and continues until
the last fish has tried In valn to esg-
cape tua network of seines, the defect-
ive fishways over the thres Rogue riv-
er dams, the government fences Across
}ihe stream at Findlay eddr. the steel-
ead have suffered severely in recent
years, Hume's operations virtually
mean the extermination of this noble
trout, universally acknowledged the
finest and gamest of fish and to catch
which anglers cross the continent

As a result, sportsmen of southern
Oregon will appeal for the l:reneruuun
of steelhead to the next leglslature and
will ask the cooperation of every an-
gler and sportsman In Oregon to pre-
vent the geining, netting, shipment and
sale of Rogue riv elhead.
