10 CITY CoUReIL

Believed That Hill Interests
Are Seeking to Secure
Fruit Shipments.

(Special Mapateh to The Journal)

Hood River, Or., Nov. 7.—Deep In-
terest is centered here in the fact that
{wo applleations have been made to the
city couneil for franchlses for an elec-
tric road. One of them s asked for
by H. B. Lanpille, secrctary of the
Upper Hood Rliver Valley Devalopment
league, who says he
the support of property owners there and
in the lower valley, and satipulates that
In case the franchise |s granted the
|necessary financlal aild to bulld  the
road wlll be secured from lncal capital-
Isls,

The other application has been made
by C. A, Bell, proprietor of tha Mount
Hood hotel, and a large properiy holder
| here. It is stated by Mr. Bell that he
| belleves that the time is ripe at Hood

River for an electric line which will
glve the clty greater convenlences and
shipping facllitles over the boat lines
It is belleved that blg Intérests are be-
hind the application for the Bell elec-
trie road franchise, as the proposed
route lg the only one that would not
have to cross the O. R. & N. tracks to
reach’ the river. As the prinelpal boat
line to Hood Rlver is controiled by the
Northern Paclfie, 1t s thought that it
may be endeavoring tq get a foothold
on this side of the rivel that will make
it possible to divert some of the through
frelght to ity llne on the North Bank.

Preliminary Burvey Made,

Some time ago engineers for the Port-
land & Seattle made a preliminary sur-
vey of the valley, At the time no in-
formation could be obtained as to their
purpose 1n doing so, but it 18 Mtimated
that the'offictals of the new HIll road
are looking for some of the business
I from here In the mnear future, when
Hood Rlver wlll be shipping 3.000 to
+000 cars of apples in one season,

The completion of a new steel bridge
over the Hood river, which will be
opened ina few days by the elty, makes
the plan a feasible one and is, In fact,
the only way a deepwater landing can
be reached except by bullding another
bridge below the one recently con-
structed by the O. R. & N. and cross-
Ing 1ts tracks,

It has always been clalmed by the
managers of the Mount Hood raillroad
that electric power would be applied on
the road which they recently bullt up
the valiey as soon as it s extended to
its destination, and they have already
constructed a $50,000 electric plant,
which rune the big mill of the Orggon
Lumber company at Dee Tt has n
expected that they would apply to the
city for a franchise to use the city

streets. The Mount Hood company has
stated its intention of bullding loops
in tonnection with . Ita wsteam road

throughout the valley.
It la stated by the members of the
city council ‘that hefore any of the frun-
chises are granted substantial proof
will have to be shown as to who is

RIVER VALLEY SEEMS ASSURED

fLL BUYS LAND I
KLICKTAT COUNTY

Line Will Be Buily Tnto
Heart of Rich Tim-
ber Distriet, ~

Husum, Wash, Nov. T.—One of the
Targest and moat valuable timber tracts
In Klickitat county will soon pass into
the hands of Sam I{ill, son of the rall-
road magnate, and several Seattle capl-
tallsts, The Klilickitat White Pine Lum-
ber company, with headquarters at Gol-
dendale, |s the owner of 680,000 Acres of
choiea timber land in this county, and
ft s this land that will pass under
control of the rallroand magniate's son

The large tract lles abgut 18 mlles
east of Trout l.ake, and the HIll In-
terests contemplate building additional
miils at Goldendale. From the latter
city they expect to bulld a rallroad to
the site of the timber tract. The tim-
ber |8 the choicest of white pine, the
present company having shipped within
the past few weeks over 1,000,000 fect of
lumber to Srlt Lake and other polnts,

Rail Pacllities Developoed.

Underwood, just over the line In Bka-
manin county, one mile west of White
Balmon, Is undergoing important Im-
provements along the llne of develop-
Ing the North Bank rallroad facilities.
A gang of men and teams are at work
grading In the space between the main
track and the business streel front for
the pw se of putting In an “industrial
track,” for the convenlence of meorchants
and the surrounding country,

A new railway station will also be
completed by the first of Docember,
Tha {ncreasing business Interests of the
town of Underwood have demanded
these two acquisitions for some time,
There are 43 statlons along the line of
the North Bank rallroad between Van-
couver and Pasco, a distance of 221
miles, “Industrial tracks” are com-
pleted at 23 of these stations, the small-
esl capacity being for ten cars,

{s very likely that he met death in any
one of theswe forms, for it will be al-
ost a month tomorrow since he has
een heéard from, when he went out
from the hunting ecabin to get a bear.
