For 10 hours work a day in Japanese
shipyards, boUermakers receive 98 eents,
calkers 49 cents, punchers 46 cent,
screwmakers 47 cents, finishers - 81..
molders 87 cents, electricians 67 cents,
lathe-worke- rs 90 cents, coppersmiths
96 cents, machinists 67 cents, black-
smiths 31.23, Iron workers 81.33, andfoundrymen 81.02.

The wage troubles between the pub-
lishers of San Francisco and. their tv--
pographers and mailers are attracting
tne attention or those identified withthe printing trades throughout thecountry. The employers and the union
men have been at loggerheads for near-
ly a year over a bonus of tl a day whichthe publishers granted the men just af-
ter the earthquake and which the pub
Ushers later sought to discontinue.-

About 85 per cent of the employes of
the cotton mills in Japan are women
and girls, end they receive, on an aver-
age, 12 cents a day for 11 hoars
worx.
