Many Praoctioal Addresses.

Btarn reality was the keynots of all
the mddresses glven at the convention.
No time was devotad to the purely In-
tellectual or entertalning, and, whlile
both thess slements entered into all the
deliberations, they were harnessed to
practical subjeots.

An entire evéning was ven to the
consideration of “Public Health,”™ the
subject being masterly handled by Dra.
Plerce and Smith of the state board of
Millle Trumball,

each aspiring to the spiritual and ideal.
Florence was at the head of all the
states of Itnly, at the helght of its
pros erits’. The government was demo-
eratic and each class had & due share of
power, being represented by consuls, It
was the consuls of the Guild of Mer-
chants who in 1401 undertook (o erect
a second gate to the baptistry of Bt
John.
