there would be a larger market for
ell kinds of agricultural products;
this would be a great inducement to
the right kind of immigrants, who

In turn would produce and consume

—in a word, It would cause Increased

business, production, consumption,

and wealth all around the industrial
and commercial circles.

No one {8 expected to buy a much
{nferlor article, or pay a considerably
larger price for an article, because
it 18 produced In Oregon-—though it
would pay In the long run if Oregon
people were to sacrifice a little in
glther of these ways; but all that is
asked 1s that when Oregon products
are as good and as cheap as those
imported they be invariably chosen
for purchase. This surely is a rea-
sonable propositioh, and one, ft
wonld seem, that all Oregon people
would be pleased to accede to at
once. 1

But in this connectlon a word of
caution 1s {n order, against a too
prevalent mnotion that the farther
away from home a thing is made the
better it 1s. This deluslon Is not
peculiar to Oregonlans; It exlsts
throughout the country. Many peo-
ple will pay twice the price of a
home made article for one really
inferior because it was made, or is
baid to have been made, abréad,
Doubtless there are things made
abroad that are superior to those
made here, and some needed things
are not made here at all; but in
the list of life's necessities these
are exceptions. Most needed things
are made or produced in Oregon,
and sold quite or nearly as cheap as
equally good imported articles; and
The Journal urges the purchase of
such things as something of great
benefit to all classes of people, and
almost a clvie duty.

PULP AND PAPER DUTY

HEARING was had BSaturday
on the tariff on wood pulp and
news paper, which, llke several
other duties, enahles the

manufacturers to form a trust and
ralse the price. A strong effort was
made in the last congress to remove
these duties, and their removal was
recommended by Presldent Roose-
velt, but of course the effort falled.
The head of one of the big manu-
facturing plants of the trust admitted
that its profits had been as high as
24 per cent, and it Is to be assumed
that he d4id not exaggerate any, to
say the least. The common but al-
ways false plea that workingmen
are benefited by excesslvely high
dutles was sufflciently contradicted
In this case by reports of unions en-
gaged In five departments of the
printers’ art stating that the in-
creased cost of paper Aue to the high
tariff resulted In less work and
‘lower wages. Spokesmen for the
trust were quite moderate, however,
not asking for any higher dutles
but being contented with those now
in force. That they should be satis-
fied with a profit of only 24 per
cent, taking their own word for it,
1s something remarkahle. But as
there has been a good deal of agita-
tion about these duties in particular,
all the newspapers of the country
heing their victims, the trust Is gen-
erously willing to etand pat and “let
well enough alone,” but suggesting,
however, that there should be such
flexibility In the countervailing duty
as would prevent foreign manufac-
turers from selling paper in this
country cheaper than they do In
their own. This Is an exhibition of
“nerve,” indeed, when it is known
that many highly protected Ameri-
ean manufacturers sell thelr products
abroad much cheaper than they do
in this country. The present dutles
on pulp and paper are wholly In-
defensible, but no more 80 than
many others, and s0 hightariff
newspapers have no right to com-
plain about them. These and most
other dutles wounld be sufficiently
protective if cuf in half, or at least
reduced by a large percentage.

The penetrating eye of Washington
soon percelved the manly spirit which
animated his youthful besom. By thit
excellent judge of men he was selected
as an mide and thus he became early ac-
qualnted with, and was a principal actor
In, the most Important scenes of our
revolution,

Shortly after the war, your favor—
na, your discernment—oalled him to
publie office. You ment him to the
canvention at Philadelphia, he there as-
sisted in forming that constitution,
which 18 now the bond of our union,
the shleld of our defense and the source
of our prosperity.

At thes timé when our government was
organized, wsa wers withoyt funds,
though not without resources. To call
them into actlon, an® establish order in
the finances, Washington scught for
splendid talents, for extensive Informa-
tlon, and ahove all, he sought for ster-
ling, fncorruptible integrity. All thess
he found in Hamilton. The system then
adopted has been the subject of much
animadversion. If it be not without a
fault, let it be remembered that poth-
