Decision of Supreme Court
Leaves Portland Treasurer
‘in Embarrassing Position
—Must Await Referen-
dum Vote.

Decision Far Reaching in Its
Boope.

Reaching throughout the state
into the munleipal legislation of
every oity and town, the declsion
of the supreme court, rendered
yesterday by Justica Bakin, and
providing that the ordinances of
Portland are subject to the refer-
endum, will have great influence
on municipal affalrs. The decis-
fon, in effect, establishes the fact
that the state law providing a
40 day perfod after the passage
of a statute for the invocation
of the referendum upon all legis-
lation, applies to municipal ordi-
nances.

This declsion therefors means
that all ordinances passed by
city councils must wait for 30
days after their passage before
thay can be effective. This is
thought to affect those ordl-
nances which have been passed
iinee the enactment of the
statutes of 1007, and should this
contention Dhe well founded,
would result in much confusion
throughout the state.
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The city of Portland now has (n
fts coffers $9,060 of money col-
lected as taxes on varlous vehicles
to which it has no legal right, ae-
cording to the decislon of the su-
preme court rendered yesterday by
Justice Eakin. In other words the
city government has collected that
amount of money when under the
law it had no right to do so until
such time as the referendum vote of
the people of the city approved the
law.

What s to be done about the
tangle is a puszzle, though it Is gen-
erally supposed that the city will
bang onto the money until after the
referendum has been applied to the
ordinance in controversy. Then If
the people reject it the city can re:
fund- the money. If the people ap-
