office as the result of a pledge given by
him voluntarily, binding himself to do a
certain thing In case of his election, is
more on his honor to fulfill that pledge
than a business man. for this reason:
If I entered into an agreement with my
business associates, promising to do a
certain thing, and I afterwards cams to
the conclusion that I did not want to
carry out my agreement 1 could go to
my business associates, to the very
ones and to all of those to whom I had
made the promise, and effect some com-
promise, no member of the legislature
who has taken Statement No. 1 can do
this thing. He does not know the men
who voted for v him because of this
pledge. He cannot go to them. They,
presumably. Voted for him because they
believed in the principle which he rep-
resented. The legislator has no right to
go to other men than those with whom
he made this agreement to seek release.
He is pledged to the men who elected
him to carry out bis promise and the
only way for him to be relieved of that
promise is to be relieved by every one
Of the individuals who bound him to itby their votes. He cannot set that re-
lease.

tors to be elected directly by them-
selves," continued Mr. Devera "They
showed their desires by electing a legis-
lature pledged to carry out their sug-
gestions. Thev are still of that mind.
