brief, Absence of stiffness and undue
ceremony in thelr reception of people
wis mueh more In keeping with the
republican principles  that are sap-
posed to eate all soclal as well
as political affairs
Demands on Pirst Lady.

The population has increased greatly
and probably ®=o many demands are
now made upon the first lady of the
land that she cannot glve time (o
each, as was possible for her prede-
cessors, As far banck as the days of
Harrlet Lane, when one desired to
present rlends at the White House to
pay thelr respects, it was customary
to write a nofe, asking the lady of
the White House to name an hour
when It would be convenfent for her
to recelve them. I have never known
of an instance in the past when a re-
‘ply was not sent immedistely, desig-
nating the time It would be convenlent
When the party arrilved they found
the hostess owalting them either in
the bhiue or « red room, according to
the number and Importance of the
personages 1o /e recelved. After a
cordial welcome, If the party was not
too numerous, they were urged to be
soated. Few were Impolite enough to
prolong thelr stay beyond a few mo-
ments, after which they wk their
lenve without being made to  feel
that they were bores or that the host-
ess had condescended to confer upon
them an Inestimable favor by recelv-
Ing them.

Afternoon Reoeptions.

The Baturday afternoon receptions
from 3 to b, held at the White House
untll a few years ngo, wore among the
most delightful social functions in that
stately old manslon. The house was
always beautifully decorated. The Ma-
rine band occupied the east end of the
corridor, while the callers, ladles and
gentlemen, took thelr places In line, ac-
cording to the hour of their arrival, and
marched across the west end of the cor-
ridor, through the red room, to be pre-
mented to the hoxtess, who stood near
the entrance of the blue room, usually
flanked by a bevy of bright women, who
asslsted lyrn welcoming cordlally all the
callers who desired to &:m._\' thelr re-
spocts. The people wandered through
t.ﬁs series of drawing rooms, out
through the conservatories, all enjoying
the genulne Thospitality exteanded to
them Littisa pleasantries were ex-
changed, delightful acqualntances wers
made which often ripened into perma-
nent friendships, and mnot Infrequently
important political strokes were inno-
cently scored. Having frequently as-
sisted on these charming occasions, 1
imow that the hostess enjoyed them as
much as the guesis
