“The Investigation hns not gone far
enough to enable us to determine al]
the facts, It appears that almost all
the wembers of Company B must have
heen actively concerned, elither as par-
ticipanta or virtually encouraging the
participants. There can be no gquestion
that practically every man In Compa-
nles C apd D must have had knowledge
of the shooting done by ..ths soldlers
of B troof.

“The concealment of this knowledge
wanm A grave offenss, aggravated by
thelr testifylng before the senate com-
mittee that they were Ignorant of what

they  muygt have known. Neverthaeleas,
this Isto be sald in partial saxtonnation
of thelr sot, that they were ably

cowed by the more desperate men who
were netually engagesd In the shootings,
The olrcumstances tend to show that
th=se men were encournged by outsid-
ors (o poersist In a course of conceal-
ment and doninl.

Hope for the Penitent.

“1 feel that the gullt of those who
shlelded  the Ez-rpelmlork of these
crimes, althong serious, wns in part
due to the unwise and Improper atti-
fude of others, and that some measure
of ailowance should bes made.

“T helleve that we can afford to rein-
state the men who now truthfully tell
what happened and who give all the
ald they can {o fix the responsibility

and show that they had no gullty
knowledge beforehand and were not Im-
pHented, -

“Under the gircumstances, weo can af-
ford to treat the men who meet these
requirements ns having been sufficlent-
Iy punished. 1 recommend a law allow-
Ing the secrotary of war, within a fixed
period of, say a year, to reinstate any
of these soldiers whom, after caraful ex-
amination, he finda to bave been inno-
cent and to have done all In his power
to bring the gulity to justice.

“Only by carrving on this Investign-
tion Is there the =slightest ochance of
bringing the offenders to justice.”
