Martin C. Boas, brother of the victim,
was the second witness. .He told of his
suspicions that Wilson was responsible,
for his brother's death and detailed con-
versations in which Wilson told of the
business and in one of which he alleged
Wilson- - claimed' to have been admitted
to partnership.' Boas then identified n
number of specimens Of Wilson's hand- -
