The following
Is a rogr of the resolutions passed by
the club:

“Whereas the common council of the
city has adopted A resolution and or-
dinance submitting the question of a
bond issue in the sum of 33,000,000, for
the construction of a high bridge across
the Willamette river, terminating at
Broadway and Larrabes streets on the
east slde; and
“Whereas, sald location has been rec-
ommended by the eminent bridge engi-
neer, Mr. Modjesk!, as the least objec-
tionable to the Interests of nn‘lut::l
and the most practigal and economi
of the locations considered for sald
bridge; and
“Whereas, sald Broadway site would
accommodats all the people of the north
east slde, those on the peninsula and
east of Unlon avenue, as well as those
north and west of snld Broadway street;

Now, therefore, be It resolved, That
