Mrs, Martin did not place the dynamits
under the judge’s house herself, but
she Jssued the order to her young son,
“Baby JoL“ Martin, o Ind {I.llt fn his
tesns. The boy testified at the trial
that his reput Jnnuur held him under
her Influsnce and compelled him to do
her biddil not only In the case of
the dynamiting of the Ogden home, but
In several other outrages Involving the
use of high explosives,

The blowing up of the Ogden home
last - yéar was a mystery until “Baby
John" was caught lrrin'f to poison the
people of Weavervilie, Trinity county.
After his arrest, he broke down and con-
fessed that not only the peoisoning but
several dymltlnmutugn. including
the den affalr, heen perpetrated
by hlm at his mother's, command.
