FILLING TEETH
Gold Molded to Fit Cavity and Ce

' mented In Without Pounding.
' From the New York Times.

Gold filling are to be henceforth
supplied largely by a method of ab-
sent treatment. This is th opinion of
several New York dentists who are ex-
perimenting with a method of substi-
tuting gold molding for the long and
tedious operation of beating the filling
into place familiar to every happy grad-
uate from the dentist's chair.,' This
change of approach, while it doe not
ave very much time for the dentists,

greatly reduces the length of the pa-
tient' ordeal . of being gagged and
bound.

The dentist "excavate" and pre-
pares" the tooth' as usuat. but the pro
cesa does not generally take very long.
Then he take a wax Impression of th '

cavity, plugs it up with giitta percha,
and sends th patient on his way re-
joicing. ;

Here the ' novel part of the achem
begin. The wax impression is poised
on a alender bras rod and surrounded
with a plaster composition. When this
"seta" the brass rod is withdrawn, leav
ing- - a smalt opening down to the wax. a

Through this tiny tube the wax Is
burned out so - that the plaster now
make a mold. Through the same open,
ing molten gold la forced into the plas-
ter and thus molded to fit the cavity
perfectly.

After the filling ha been made, the
dentist sends for his patient, removes
the gutta percha plug, and fills thi
hole with the gold filling, which Is
cemented in. The process takes only
a few moments, and the gold which has
been melted and furced Into the mold
la far mor securely packed than could
be accomplished by hours of beatins,
besides having saved the patient a deal
of torture. . . . .
