GREATGROWTH OF
ENGLISH WALKUTS

Eleven Hundred Acres Are
Planted in Yamhill,
Says Morgan.

E. . Morgan, president of the Whal-
nut Frove company, s having 1100
acres of the company's Yamhill county
lands planted in J-year-old English wal-
nut trees. Mr. Morgan recently pur-
chased 17,000 3-year-old walnut trees
snd is hu\'ing them planted on the up-
lands owned by the company. "The com-
pany now owns 3000 acres, including
the C. K. Ladd farm and large areggs of
walnut lands in the vicinity of the Ladd

proserty. .
It is the intention of Mt Morgan
to plant &ll the rolling upland owned

by the company In English walnuts,
Plans have already been consummeated
for carrying out this large undertaking.
An immense number of trees have been
contracted for and within the next two
years this company will have the largest
acreage planted in Engiish walnuts of
any similar concern operating in Ore-
gon.

Threatens to Sue City.

The city Is threatened with a lawsuit
as the result of the street committee’s
adoption of the viewers' report on the
extension of Mil]l street. Pat Hollahd, a
ploneer of many years' residence in the
city, objected to the removal of his
house on Sixteenth and MIill streets at
the pricé offered by the munlclpal!tf-.

The consumption of walnuts In the
United States is 35,000,000 pounds ®nd
the annual production only 12,000,000,
While the conasumption Is growing rap-
idly, the setting out of new la for
walnut ralsing offers the most Invit-
ing opportunity for rellable Investment
In _the hortleultural line,

In California, the production is In-
ecreasing but slowly and It has hecn
estimated that should it double that
amount in theenext 10 veats, It would
mean leas than half a pound for every
person In the United States. This
meana that the population of the coun-
try is mrrr_nnlnr mora .rapidly than
the combined ratlo of the imported and
native nuts, The California nut is much
superior to the Imported nut but the
Oregon put is superior to both,

In Californla it has been estimated
that a4 yleld of 300 nds an acre
would be profitable. At lexst 600 pounds
of nuts should be expected from an
acre. The prevalling price at the pres-
ent time ls 18 centx per pound for the
Oregon nut, which would mean a .vield
of §108 per acre,

From a leading Portland filrm has
been socured a table of results from
ench acre nlanted to walnuts, using
cherries and filberts as flllers. At the
10th year, on a varg conservative basls,
the return would be §222.50, the 12th
vear, $342.70 g»r acre, 16th year, 6§41
per acre, the 25th year, $825 per acre
and so on.
