The petition as prepared for submis-
sfon to the legisiature is as follows:
“To the Honorable, the Senate and
House of Representatives of the State
of Oregon, in Islature convened:
“Your pelltlonora. residents and tax-
payers of the state of Oregon, would
respectfully beg to call the attention of
your honorable body to the fact that
the game animals of this state, deer and
alk, are rapldly disappearing, due in a
large measure to the ravages of wild
beasts, wolves, cougars or ﬁanlhnri.
bears, lynx, wildcats, ete. It has been
ostimated by “competent persons that
there are now 600 cougars in this state
&nd that they will each destroy a deer
weekly; this will foot ug the enormous
number of 26,000 deer killed by these
créatures annually,

“Now while the approximation of 500
cougars In this state may seem to be
too large, still when it is taken Into con-
sideration that there are numerons
wolvesn, which are equaily as destructive
to game as cougar, besides lynx, bears
and wild cats, which destroy large num-
bers of fawnas and young deer, it will
readily be meen that the estimate of 500
earniverous animals that live off the
game Is not too large, and that & wolf
or cougar takes on an average of a deer
& week has been attested to by too many
experienced men to be doubteds

Bounties Too Bmall

“We would beg to suggest further,
that the small bountles which have
hitherto been pald in this state for the
Boaips of destructive wild beasts have
not een productive of any conslder-
gble 0d resualts, the reason being the
bountles offered wers too small to jus-
urr: hunters in keeping trained dogs and
making It a business (0 hunt for animals
that the state offered bountles for, while
whenever an animal was secidentally
killed for which the state offered &
bounty, the person who did the killing
never Talled to claim the bounty, thereby
putting the state to a considerable ex-
pense and accomplishing no real good
that would not have resulted had not the
omall bounty been offered,

“Again wa would call your attention
to the fact that coons, skunks, both
large and small, digger squirrels and

crows, in the nesting season, destroy
grea.t numbers of the eggs of game
irds, both native anl Imported, and

that suitable bountfes should be offered
for their destruction.

“Now In view of the above facts, tak-
Ing Into consideration the anormous loss
oocasioned by the ravage of game de-
stroying creatures, not only on Eame
but on domestic Animals as well, wo re-
wpectfully ask that bountles be offered
}av the state for thair destruction as fol.
ows:
