weight champlonship In the stadium in
this city. Both men l&pur to be in the
very best of condition. Burns has
trained with his usual care and energy,
and Johnson, realizing the important
reauits hingilng on the battle,
trained as He never trained before.

Burns will enter the ring a mslight
favorite unless there Ils & sudden and
unexpected switching of the odds before
the gong sounds, The rumors circu-
lated in America that the fight may be
*fixed"” are mot credited here. The gen-

ralian bouts Burns is not 80 much a
favorite as might mnaturslly ox-
eoted.

Fitz Plcks Johnsom.

The stock of Burns has uffered some-
what from the opinion of Bob Fltzsim-
mons, the old Australlan fighter, which
has heen cabled here. In the opinion of
Fltzsimmons Johonson will be successfuly
for the reason that the negro ls a ter-
rific puncher, 18 heavier and more claver
than Burns and consequently can go
any distance. As the battle will be to a
finlsh, Fitzsimmons belleves that John-
gon can take his time, and by reason of
a better physique can wear Burns
down.

Johnson has a longer reach, Is con-
miderably heavier and nearly slx Inches
taller thian Burng. Whether he ecan hit
harder or not Is a matter of opinlon,
for both are known to have a stiff
punch. But Burns is acknowledged to
outolass Johnson in one thing that s
the most cesentigl in the ving. It is in
the knowledge of the fighting gume and
ring generalshlp that Burns excels, And
this excellence, in the opinion of his ad-
mirers, ought to win him the fight,

The champion is as confident as can
be over the result. He declares that he
will ba able to put away the black man
Inside of 10 rounds. Reports of equal
confidence emanate today from the John-
son camp. The colored man says he will
not be satisfiled unless he scores a
knockout before the fight has gone any

reat distance.
