Ruchtel. cltv sealer of weights
and measures, has a little good advice
for the wood buying puoiio. unscrupu-
lous dealers have teen selling short
measures of wood and coal, particularly
wood. At the price which consumers
have to pay for wood this winter a
shortage of from 10 to 20 cublo feet in
a cord la costly. Mr. Buchtel haa al-
ready secured four convictions la the
police court and is ready at any time
to investigate a complaint. .

For the benefit of the public Mr.
Rnr.htet issued tha ollowin bulletin:

"Vniii. rioalor should leave vou a bill
showing the number of cords, or parts of
cords, you are paying tor. ii na ooes
not he is breaking the law and you
should notifv tha fnsnectors.

"Coal should weigh 2000 poands to the
ton and your mil anouia snow tne num-
ber of pounds that you are paying for in
plain figures.

"The inspectors are kept busy and
cannot ae every load of wood and coal
that is delivered, but if you have reason
to hrllevA that vou are setting- - a short
measure get the bill and retain it It
ia your privilege then send for the in-
spectors. They will look out for your
interests."

Boxes for the City Is

Official action Tin. at lust humby the fire committee of th executiveooara toward probing the unofficial testof fire alarm boxes held October 17.
P. B. Su'livan submitted the report
which indicates that City ElectricianBavarian was either lax in his methodsor criminally complaisant.

Bids for fire alarm boxes were mad-- )

by two companies, the Star and theGame well. In October. The Gamewellcompany agent stated that the two
makes of boxes would not work on thesame system because of interference.
To demonstrate that the boxes nnniiinot Interfere the Star agent asked fora test. This was made before the fire
committee in the city hall.

Repeated trials showed that therewas Interference every time an alarmwas turned In. G. E. Morley, who hadcome out from New York to represent
the Star company at the test emphat-
ically declared that the Gamewell box
had been tampered with and "fixed."

He asked for a private test Beforethis reauest cam the exenntlvn hoard
had already awarded the contract to the
Gamewell comDanv. its bid helnir the
lowest, but Mayor Lane thought It would
oniy do rair to give tne boxes anothertrial. -- "

Present at thla trial wera thu nttv
electrician, the mayor and members of
the fire committee and G. E. Morley,
the expert of the Star company. The
boxes were connected un and worked
perfectly. Morley then manipulated a
screw in the Gamewell box and "in-
terference" was immediately noted. Mor-ley asserts that this screw was manln- -
ulated In the official test so as to dis
credit nis company wltn the city.

used by it in controverting any claimsthat the Gamewell comDanv mav hern--
