"In my opinion ths American public
is fast losing interest in the manly
art. Johnson undoubtedly will get two
or three fights in this country, but it
is only a question of time until he
meets a better man, which Is always
the case.

Rnnn,4 4 Whan the men met In the
center of the ring, Johnson shot a
heavy flgnt into .Burns nos. xne mn
talked wildly to each other, each seem-Inirl- v

Intunt on. the other ex
cited. During the Jeering they sparred
fiercely, but few. blows being struck.
Them Jdhneftn swung, his left to the
body and Burns .brougnc nis rignt to
the head. Johnson, closing in, threw
a terrific right and left to the head
of the Canadian, They clinched as the
round enaea.

Round 5 Apparently refreshed by his
minute rest Burns started briskly,
landing Ma right on Johnson's head
and punching the body with both
bands. Johnson managed to put sev-
eral rights to the head.

Round 6 Johnson rushed and Burns
clinched. Breaking loose, however, with
one hand. Johnson swung his right a
dozen times into tne wnue man a nos.
Bums Jolted Johnson's body frequently
and swung his right hard over the ribs
and put a stiff left to the stomach
several times.

Round 19 Johnson continued to play
for the Injured eye and the bleeding
mouth of Burns, which was swollon
to twice its normal .sis. - Blow - after
blow-th- coiorea man rainea upon mm,
and the gong alone saved the white man
frnm Aafaat.

I would never
allow a negro a chance, even though, It
be a desperate one, to
world's championship, and I advise all
other champions to follow the same
course.
