fCBltee Press Leases Wlre.tChicago. Jan. 2. Clarence narrow, attorney for Christian Rudowltz, the Rus-
sian revolutionist ordered to Washing-
ton preparatory to surrendering him
to the Russian government, made pub-
lic the contents of the report of the
csar's agents concerning, revolutionary
movements throughout Russia during
1908. The report epitomised is as fol-
lows:

The military court of Tekatonoslav
pronounced sentence of death upon 2102
persons, who were shot and hanged.
The number sent to Siberia and Sakha-lie- n

penal colonies for life was 17,247.
Shorter sentences were given 26,000.
Twelve strikers were condemned to! be
shot for having participated in the rail-
road strike in 1905. Forty-eig- ht others
were sent to the mines fojr long terms.

The increasing severity of the gov-
ernment in dealing with revolutioniststs shown by the monthly list of execu-
tions. In February there were 27 per-
sons shot by sentence. The number
gradually increased until jt was 183
in September, 201 In October,"v298 in
November and 227 in December.
