We expect
that our easy gradients which are due
not only or chiefly to our 'generous ex-
penditures,' but to our possession of the
Yellow Head pass through the Rockies,
will in a few years twist around a great
portion of the wheat export trade of the
northwest, and with the opening of the
Panama canal in 114 sena wneat to Eu-
rope (let alone to Asia) by way of the
Pacific. Already our trains are running
regularly over tne wnoie section bbo
miles west of Winnipeg into Alberta.
The newly arrived settlers have har-
vested a great wheat crop great, both
In quantity and in quality, greater still
for the price it Is bringing. A our Pa-
cific terminal. Prince Rupert. from
which I returned recently, good progress
Is being made with the grading of the
first hundred miles east, and I see no
reason to doubt that by the autumn of
1911 our first train will break through
to tidewater, passing from the Atlantic
to the Pacific."

The latest vic
tims of the law there for the offense
were Tiptoe Daisy and Suzerinettea,
dusky damsels of the fragrant forests,
who were handed five days each at
hard labor, while K. Melver and Nel
Nelson were called on by the court for
$100 and costs per man.

It is anomalous that through the
early davs of this camp the natives
eschewed" drink, and walked in the
paths of righteousness and sobriety,
while now they are taking the devious
trail of thehootch tangled foot.
