From
two rowboats the c crew worked hard
for two daya to get the propeller free
and they succeeded yesterday morning.
Then new sheathing had to be put over
the bow and thla took aome tjme.

Captain Hansen reports that the lee
is rapidly getting mushy so that in a
day. or twoeven wooden steamers will
have no trouble to get through. But
floes will be encountered for several
days even in the lower river after the
Ice In the upper river begins to break
loose. - - -

The Nome City brought 100 tons of
general freight from Ban Francisco and
will load wheat and lumbet for return
cargo. '.

The Tillamook liner Argo Is expected
to come up the river soon now that
the ice is beginning in disappear. She
has been tied up at Astoria for sev-
eral daya.

scene of the wrecK or tne uianmorag
which for years attracted the attention
of the summer visitors at the beach.
