Thls report, when
t i» sent to the house In the form of
the regular appropriation bill, and the
statement to accompany I, will make
plain to the members the nctual condl-
tlon of the siate's finances, together
with a comparative staiement of the
approprintions of two vears ago and of
the present sesslon. =

No estimate can he made of the
amounts demanded In total hy the pres-
ent sesslon, becanse there are yet many
bills to be sment to the desk asking for
money. The total undoubtedly wﬁl he
much In excess of the appropriations nf
two years ago,

cortes.  When caught they were trt;ln;
to board m train for Belllngham, where
it |s belleved they have a large amount
of the counterfelt money hidden,

Kelly and Fercell had a big roll of the
counterfeit bills in their possession
when arrested. The npotes at first
glance meemed to be genuine but the
raw feature of the construction is the
faot that both faces are the same, one
plate evidently having been used Lo
print both sldes of the bills. The notes
mre of $10 and 320 denominations
and are on the “Planters bank'+of one
of the southern states.
The counterfelters have confessed
passing spurfous money, but will not
reveal where they secured the bills
Word has been scnt to the chlef of
the U'nited States mecrel service at
Beattle and Informution has been re-
celved from him that the two men
canght here are a part of a gang of
seven or elght men  who have been
working the counterfeit bill game at
Port Townsend and other places in the
slate.

of The Dalles

The. weather bureau does not make It
A part of lis business to Tﬁorl upon
crop eondlitions, but oceaslonally the ob-
servera furnish such reports to the dis-
trict forecaster In an Infermal way.
This is what Mr. Brooks reports re-
garding the fruit situation: _

“The cold wave has played havoc
with our frult and fruit trees. From all
sections« In the near rtion of this
place, within 25 or miles, almost
every ch, pear and plum tree 1is
killed to .the ground; at least, the bark
slips with ease.
