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That the tapiff of 1816 was
followed with an agltation for
higher duties may be an incl-
dent In no wise remarkable,, but
it 18 a syrprise to learn that
there ever was a tlme when the
question of protection was not a
party question but was pracs
tieally a phase of the nation's
forelgn policy. What strange
bedfellows this peculinr piece of
politics made will bg told In
Mr. Haskin's next following
article in the tariff sories.

Washington, March 20.—No great pol-
fey of any government ever had o more
splendid argumentative foundation than
was lald for the protection polley by
Alexander Hamilton. His “Report on
Manufactures,” prepured while he was
socretary of the treasury, Is the gran-
ary trom which all protection speakers
and writers have secured thelr funda-
mental arguments. Although each of
these speaskers and writers has striven
o wdd yome new thought to the subject,
or to restatle an old one in 8 more tell-
Ing way, Lthose students who conslder It
with the ifmpartial calm of the histor-
fan, rather than the battle-flush blas of
the puliticlan, regard the Hamlilton re-
port us covering every detall of the fun-
damentals of the doctrine of protec-

tlan.

Hoew this report came to be wrltien
Is an interesting story. Congress wias
nat satisfied with the counditlon .of

manufactures in the nation, and In Jan-
unry, 1780, passed a resolution calling
upen the secretary of the greasury for a
detalled statement concerning them, to-
cther with suggestions for thelr stimu-
atlon. With a thoroughness never sur-
pagscd, and seldom equaled, Hamllton
rrrmrzmlml o colleet all avallable data.

Ia spent nearly two vears in the prep-
aratlon of the statement. When he
suhmitted it to congress he gave to the
worla the bible of protection, Friend
amdd foe of that doctrine allke admit
that Hamilton stated the case In the
maost favorauble lght possible.

The plan of hls report s very =slm-
e, Firat he stutes the cuse agninst
wrotection as clearly and conclsely ns
any one could. Then he turns the guns
of his argument upon the structurs thus
reared, and razes it Lo the eomplete sat-
Isfaction of all protectipnists. Then he
proceeds to rear hias own edifice of pro-
tectlon In Its stend, and he uses every
available pilece of fact-timber to the
best sadvantiage. He gets right down to

During all these years the right of
petition was not allowed 'to become
rusty by disuse, although It was less
frequently resorted to then than at
present.
