The earllest mehtion of the Olymplo
games in history was In 800 B. C, and
there was u monster revival of the
aports in 776 B. . At that time run-
ning races ., only were recognized, but
later such aﬂurw an boxing, wrestling
and javelin-throwing were pdded. Em-
gamr Theodoslus judged the games to
a un-Christianltke in 393 A. D, and
ordered them abolished. Before the
crusher was put on them by Emperor
Theodosiue, the games wera held on the
plain of Wils In western Ieloponesus.
At the revival the ereal stadium was
restored to lts former splendor and
Grecian royalty was patron of the
games,

To Commemorate Battle.

The Marathon vace was founded in
6 In commemorntion of that Trent
day 1n 490 B. .. when the brave littie
band of Athenians drove back the
swarming host of Persians at the battle
of Marathon, and saved the ecapitul,
ancient Hellas, from destruction and the
race from slavery and possible extine-
tion. It was one of the turning points
in the onward march of civilization.

When It was seen that the Pers=lans
were beaten off, a young Greek soldier
volunteered to carry the glnd tidings
to the capital, Te ran all the way from
the field of Marathon to Athens and

just as he reached the city he fell dead

shouting “Athens ls saved.”
The modern revivallets measured tha

distance from the monument marking

the field of Marathon to Athens and
found the distance to be 268 miles and
385 yards. That Is now the established

distance,

The first modern Marathon was won

by a Greek, Loues Bpiridon, a peasant
lad of Maroussi, who finished fur ahead
of his competitors from other countries
along the anclent route as nearly as= It
could be approximated. He was halled
as no athlete of modern times has ever
been halled. They crowned him with
wild olive and hils countrymen ldolizged
him. But times hsve changed (n the
decade and not since has & Greek won
the classic eyvent of the age.
