The French bark Brenn, which has
been lying idle for some lime at San
Franoisco, has begn ordered to proceed
to Newcastle, Australla, to load coal

for Portland. The charterers have op-
tlon of sending the fuel cargo to Ban
Francisco should they so desire when
it comes to the salling date.

The Brenn Is belleved to be the
first vesssl engaged to bring coal
from Australia to this port this year,
but it isn belleved that quite a number
wlill Aollow sinee the stocks of Austra-
lian coal will be pretty well thinned
down by next fall, very little having
been brought here during the winter,
Two cargoes started for the Columbla
river fromn Newgastle last fall went
to the bottom of the Pacific ocean, one
with the American bark Emily Reed
and the other with the Britlsh bark
Fifeshire. The Hmily HReed piled up
on the Orefon coast within thres days'
galling of her destination, and the Fife-
shire ran aground on a bunch of coral
reefs In the Bouth Pacifle, In the nelgh=-
bhorhood of 40,000 tons of ocoal are im-
orted here annually from Australia but
axt year the quantty was much leas,
owing to the fact that 0,000 tons
brought here the ¥year before had not
been worked off. Domestic coal Is also
unterlm{ more extensively Into competl-
tion with the Australlan product than a
few years ago when the Pacific coast
coal mines were In thelr infancy.
