Y. P. Dufour. representing prom-
inent wool Interests in the New Eng-
land states and In France stated while
at the Portland hotel this morning that
he was only one of 17 men now in Ore-
gon bargaining for the wool sheared
this year.

"The market for wool was never so
keen," said Mr. Oufour. "Prices wjre
never better. We expect an unpre-
cedented season's run of work If we
can provide the wool." ,

, Mr. Dufour will return to Pendleton
tomorrow and will negotiate with wool
growers for as much of their product
as they will sell. Some prefer to hold
their stock hoping to get higher prices
later. Mr. Pufour is a month ahead of
time In his annual visit to the west,
and he has never found It necessary to
come farther west than Montana before
In order to get all the wool his people
wanted.

The structure did
not burn, as was reported at first, but
gave way und-- the weight of the train,
presumably from the decayed condition
of the tlm!er3. The commission will
carry on the investigation until all the
facts relative to the condition of the
hrldge and thi traffic over It shall have
been secured.
