The committee at a meeting this af-
ternoon fixed the rate on barytes at
$ 1 .CO a ton. which Is the house bill rate.
The Dingley duty is 75 cents a ton.

It was also decided to report, rate
of cent a poojjd on beams and struc-
tural Iron worth less than Jl a ton and

cent a pound on such material
worth more than II a ton.

The duty on various acids and on sul-
phate of ammonia will be retained at the
figures appearing In the Aldrich bill.

Articles in several other schedules
were discussed at the meeting, but no
action was taken. It seems probable
that the McCumber amendment greatly
reducing th tariff on common window
glass will be adopted.

The plate glass duty has not been
decided but will probably not be
changed. It has been referred to Sen-
ators Smoot and McCumber of the com-
mittee.
