'The Marvelous Adventures of Plnoc-chlo- ,"

by Carlo Lorenaini; edited, by
Mary E. Burt and translated from the
Italian By Augustus a. Capranl The
pen name of Lorenzlnl was Carlo Col-lou- l.

He was born In Florence in 1826,
and died In 1890. He was a man of such
Interesting literary career that his life
alone would make a work as Interesting
as his own valuable writings. "Pinoc-chio- "

was written as late as 1883, and
was among hia latest works. A brief
biography of Lorenzlni is given in the
opening of this book, concluding with
this instruction advice' "Those Ameri-
can children who are so fortunate as to
viHltr Italy will doubtless seek out the
nouse, no. 7 Via RondlneUI, Florence,
and study for themselves the environ
ments that could keep so charming a
writer merry as well as strenuous.

Stand to your guns, O ye Flor-
entines, and give us a Collodi school be-
fore some shrewd American comes over
and tacks his own name on to one!'

The author's preface explains the im
portance and something of the value of
tne work. She says in part: "While
traveling in Italy I found the book
Plnocchlo in Naples. I was told that
many hundred thousand copies had been
sold in Italy, and that It was regarded
as the greatest Italian juvenile ever
written," The writer then explains how
she took up the matter of presenting
it In America, as It had never before
been done. In so doing she states of it:
"It Is a classic, an Immortal, a land
mark in the world of letters. It is a
child's book, a teacher's book, a parent's
assistant, a guide to common sense, a
fairy tale, a treatise on ethics." On an-
other page Mrs. Burt quotes the opin-
ions of various persons, who, while all

The book is exactly what 4ts subtitle
states it to be, . history of
the development and progress of Italy
from the time of Theodorich, the Great,
to that of vlctior Emanuel III.

After reading a well written history
of any country, one wonders Why fic-
tion was ever Invented, unless It Is thatas a rule readers do not like their heroes
and heroines to die off, at least not
until the end of the story, while In his-
tory it Is a succession of dying off and
the new arising to take their1 places,
but this should be more than compen-
sated for by the. shifting of conditions
which the life of every historic charac-
ter causes, and which should serve to
renew the interest In every work of his-
tory.
