Washington, June 12. A world wide
movement on the part of the working
men to secure their rights Is the idea
that President Samuel Gomjpers of the
American Federation of tabor will
carry to Europe with him when he sails
from New York next Saturday. The
labor leader will leave Washington to-
morrow.

In his office here tonight he dis-
cussed for the United Press some of
the problems of the present day with
which labor Is confronted.

"When the country again adopts that
equality, liberty and Justice to all
which was foremost In the minds of
those who founded this nation," said
Mr. Gompers, "and the sooner they ap-
ply these fundamental principles In the
light of present and future Industrial
conditions, the sooner will labor be giv-
en Its just rights.

"Why," continued the labor leader,
smiling. "I have been depicted as a
long haired .anarchist, running around
at Targe with blood in my eyes and a
