Editor of Chicago Standard
Gives Review of Work

of the Convention. .'

J. 8. Dlckerson, editor In chief of tbe
Standard, published at Chicago, who has
attended Baptist annual meetings during
more than 25 years, believes tha meeting
now In proa-res- a In Portland to b tha
greatest and most spectacular in tne history of the denomination. Mr. Dicker
son, whose views expressed through the
Dtanaara, wntcn is regaraea as uie leading paper of the denomination, are con
ceded to have influenced Baptists irreat--
ly toward the revolution in method ac-
complished at the Portland convention
summed up breifly his impressions . of
the convention and what he considers
will be Us results this morning by say-
ing:

"he character of the meeting Is differ-
ent from that of any ever held before
by the Baptists of the United States. By
the organization of the 'Northern Bap-
tist convention yast year at Oklahoma
City, the denomination had revolution-
ised Its missionary activities. Previ-
ous to that time the annual meetings of
tha Bantieta had been nothing; more tnan
the anniversaries of their three principal
missionary societies. Now these so
cieties are cractlcally united in the con
vention. The work is now unified. "You
cannot compare the two kinds of meet-
ings In all respects, but in certain as-
pects the meetings being held are far
superior to any ever Deiore neia. --

The arrangements, he said, have never
been excelled.

TO SELL HORSES

Suspects Arrested at Wash
tucna in Connection With

the Franklin Thefts.

The men came Into La Croaa Thurs
day afternoon with a number of horses
and trie' to dtspose of them,-bu- t were
arrested by. Special Deputy Sheriff Roy
"ice". w pgcicuwu vuciiia v. un-
lawfully in possession of the animals.
They were kept in custody only a short
time and released, whereupon they
started back toward Conneel with, the
herd, and when arrested at Washtucna
by .the Franklin county officer were en-
deavoring to repurchase a team that
they had sold there while on theirway to La Crosse the day before. They
gave as their reason for wanting to
get tne team pack tnat, aunougn they
had purchased all of the animals In

they since had caused to believe that
they were stolen, and they were going
to take them back to the place where
they got them in an endeavor to locate
the lawrui owner.

Authorities Doubt Btory.
Whitman countV officers are of the

belief that this story is only a bluff,
and that in reality the men are mem
bers of the same gang as those now in
custody here, but that they became
frightened when arrested at La Crosse
and were trying to get the stolen
horses back on the ranges from where
they had been taken.

Deputy Sheriff 1. F. Kauffman, who
took the "Montana Kid" back to Yak-
ima this afternon, is particularly of
this belief, and states that it is his
opinion that the men are all members
of an organised gang that has been giv
ing the central Washington authorities
trouble for the last three or four years.
A concentrated investigation is going
to be begun by the sheriffs of Whit-
man. Franklin, Yakima, Douglas, Ben
ton and Adams counties in an endeavor
to locate other members of the gang.
