THE BILLBOARD QUESTION

CITY council of Seattle,r yielding to widespread public
sentiment, is preparing an ord-

inance regulating billboards by
limiting their height, by providing
for a lineal foot tax "and by prohib-
iting them altogether on . grounds
facing schools, parks or boulevards.
The ordinance may be passed not-
withstanding an adverse or not en-

couraging opinion . by. the corpora-
tion counsel. He thinks the first
limitation would be an invasion of
the rights of private property, the
second double taxation and the third

Yet ' he intimates
that the courts might be Inclined to
sustain such legislation on the broad
ground that the multiplicity; of great
billboards is a public evil, which a
municipality has the, right under its a
police powers to suppress or regu-
late. -- ' This suggestion seems more
In consonance with reason- - and com
mon sense than his objections.

Troe, billboards are not per se a
nuisance . in the same sense that
great garbage heaps or odorous
slaughter bouses are, yet they are
literally an offense to. a large pro-
portion of the people of every city,
often to residents - in their Imme-
diate 5 vicinity, and It probably will
be held in the near future, if it has

abate 'the nuisance or regulate and
tax it. It la unlikely that billboard
advertising will be suppressed alto
gether. But It ought to , be reason'
ably taxed la all cities. i: Y ' :v

MEXICAN POLITICS

NATIONAL election Is .
pending

A' In Mexico, and several Incl
dents, among them a few riots,
indicate that stormy times are

ahead, when the . venerable; veteran
Diaz shall have laid down the seep
ter, if not even before. ; J ;

There is no serious opposition to
the election of Diaz as president for
the seventh time, but there Is a bit
ter fight over the vice presidency,
the successful candidate for which
will be Diss's logical successor, and
will in fact be his legal sueeasor If
he shall not live out his term. The
present vice president is Ramon Cor
ral, who is Diaz's candidate for re
election, but' a numerous and
strong faction resent the president's
dictation, as they claim It to be, of
his successor, and have, united, to a
considerable ' extent, --on General Ber
nardo Reyes, plas . was always a
good deal of a dictator, but Mexico
needed' one, and his habit of dom
ination has strengthened with, in
creasing years, so that if he insists
on using his overwhelming influ
ence in favor of Corral, the Reyes-ite- s

may start a revolution as soon
as the old warrior and statesman Is
in his grave.

But possibly not; Mexico has
learned and Improved much In the
generation that has grown up since
Diaz fought his way to ; the presl-ilpnc- v

Bnd during which he has
made a respectable nation ot ofIt.

A CASE IN POINT

IS doubt whether the

T legislatures of the necessary
three-fourt-hs of the states will
pass the Income tax resolution.

but there is no,,doubt that If the
people bad an opportunity to vote on
the question directly It would carry
n nearly, it not Quite, all the states.

Influences that can and doubtless
will be brought to bear upon the
legislatures of many states, with con-
siderable chance of success In some
of them, could not so easily or sue-- ;

cessfully be brought to bear upon
the masses'of the people. '

This one proposition, If correct:
and we think no one will dispute it

furnishes a powerful argument In
favor of a primary law similar to
Oregon's in all the states. Often the
people don't get what they reason
ably and Justly want because they
are not really ' represented by mem-

bers of the. legislatures. And when
such a case ocenrs, with respect to
any law or public proposition, they
should have the power to take the
case directly into their own hands
and settle It for themselves.

A dispatch says that angered, by a
report that President Reyes, when
he fled Colombia for Europe,, took
with him f 20,000,000 In gold and
a bag containing millions of dollars'
worth of Jewels as his plunder from
the government, ' the people of the
republic are on the verge of a seri
ous revolution. But he only fol
lowed many precedents, the quite
usual custom In several of the re-

publics of South and Central Amer
ica. And what good will a revolu
tlon do after the gold and diamonds
are eone? It looks like a case of
smashing the stable all to pieces af-

ter the horse has been stolen."

The churches and their adjunct
institutions are ;the principal ob
jects of the revolutionists' wrath
In Spain, as they were in France
In the latter part of the eighteenth
century. The reasons are much the
same, and the results, in time, may
be so also. When millions of ig
norant,' oppressed people begin
to care more about their bodies and
