“I &o not belleve that there is s

to advertise to the people of the state
that it makes, or wants to make, but-
ter from milk that is so unwholesome
that it is refused a market In Portland
or anywhere else," sald De: YTénmey In
discussing the question this morning.’

“It is just as necessary for & cream-
ery to have pure milk to work with
as it is for the householder to hawve
pure mlilk for use In his household. It
doeg not kill the poison to .make 1t
into butter, or cheese, or oondensed
milk.

“You may be able to kill a germ
boiling it, but you can not kill the
poison generated by that germ. There-
fgre, the condensed milk is just as bad
as the fresh, if it {s mades from un-
wholesome fresh milk Butter is just
a8 unwholesome when inude from bad
milk as™is the milk from which It is
made.” .

Good Retults of Campaign,

That the effort to securs a pure
milk sapply I8 mesting with results is
shown by the voluntary action of dif-
ferent creameries now operating in the
city, One prominent creameryman has
applied to the state board of health
to know how it can secure pure mlik,

The manager of this creamery has
asked the state board of health what
eteps It can take to secure Inspection
and licénses for the dairles selllng milk
to It -

“We want to sell pure milk,” said the
manager of this creamery In discussing
the question. “We Wwant to have the
dadries selling to us certified to and 1i-
consed. The dalrymen themselves want
to have their milk guaranteed and they
ara willing to be inspected and ask for
licenges In-any way that will be satis-
factory and Insure adequate examina-
tion. The dalrymen desire to fneet the
standard and meet the requirements. of
the law. Whit they want to know is
how to proceed towards this end.”

wWant to Be Informed.

And there you are. The dalrymen are
begianing to see Lhe advantages of hav-
ing the official stamp of approval put
uporr thelr milk. What they want to
kiuow is how to get the stamp. °

It is coffsidered ridioulous that pure
milk and law enforcement would spean
a milk famine in Portland. The en-
forcement of the law, both the conteme
plated city ordinance and the present
existing state law, would Insure pure
milk, but would not cause any curtail-
ment of supply, according to ths opin-
fon of thosé who have invpstigated the
question.
