Fruit Inspector Says Growers

,Have Enough to Do to Pro-- :

duce Good Crops. ;

(Salem Bureau of The Journal.)
Salem, Or.. July 21. --That the, fruit

Industry In Oregon has reached such a
point that "the grower no longer has the
time or ability to market his output and
that a separate agency, apart from the
producer, with a specialized business ca-
pacity must attend alone to the selling
and distribution, Is the opinion of Coun
ty ' Erult Inspector Armstrong!

"AW of the growers, endeavors must
be concentrated along lines that will
tend to elevate the quality-o- f his. fruit.
He must keep himself up in the study of
horticulture and- - anply every moment
With the one object in view, better. frUtt.
He cannot do. these things,' feays Mr.
Armatrong, ''and also be successful In
marketlhg his fruit, selling; and distrib-
uting, for that Is another branch of the
fruit Industry that requires special
knowledge "the same-a- s the growing of
the fruit. It is merely the same story
of higher specialization and cooperation,
that has already been applied by , big
business for the past few decades."
" Mr. Armstrong believes that the fruit
men should engage 6ompetent business
management to attend to their market'
lng alone. ..The fruit union is a. Btep
in the direction pointed out by Marlon
county's fruit inspector but it does not
go far enough in his opinion, The-bu- sl

ness manager-ehou- ld have "full control,
the growers t6 have nothing to do with
his division of the labor. His compen

wuuld he realized off the growers.
'(That the dairymen will also eventual-

ly have to, organize unions for selling
and distributing their produce Is also
the opinion of Mr.' Armstrong and he
says that it will not be long before tlio
people through their government will
demand that all milk be certified by
eome organization through "which it
must pass before reaching the consumer.
